As you know, it is illegal to perform 

abortions in the Irish Republic. This 
prohibition stems from an Enactment 
of 1861 called The Offences Against 
the Persons Act which, among other 
things, prohibits abortion. We were 
then part of the British Isles. A new 
Constitution for the Republic was 
promulgated in 1937 and the relevant 
section states as folows (Article 
40):-"All citizens shall as human 
persons be held equal before the law. 
This shall not be held to mean that the 
State shall not in its enactments have 
due regard to differences of capacity 
physical and moral and of social func­
tion." This Article was considered to 
give sufficient protection to the fetus 
and to be less liable to challenge than 
the original 1861 Article. As we all 
know, the British Abortion Law of 
1967 was considered to give permis­
sion for abortion only in certain ser­
ious and well-stated situations, but the 
fact was that abortion on demand 
became widespread almost immedi­
ately. 

In recent times, there has been a 
considerable voice in this country for 
abortion, not only because of the 
many Irish women who go to England 
for this reason, but also to present a 
legal challenge to the validity of the 
relevant Irish Article. If this latter suc­
ceeded in the Courts, we would find 
ouselves permitting abortion, with the 
same consequence as in England . A 
group of concerned people, fearing 
that this might happen, set up an 
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organization to lobby for the revision 
of this Article by a referendum. 
Initially agreement to support this was 
secured from the main political 
parties. We then had a general election, 
and the campaign began in earnest 
~ith a different Government. It was 
waged with considerable vigor and 
rancor, both by those in favor and 
against, even before the actual text of 
the proposed Amendment to the Con­
stitution was published . Eventually, 
when this was published, the Govern­
ment party withdrew its support. We 
then had many sub-divisions, e.g., pro­
abortion anti-referendum, pro-referen­
dum pro-abortion in certain cases, etc. , 
etc. Voting took place in September of 
this year, and by a majority of 3 to 1, 
but with less than two-thirds of the 
population voting, the Amendment 
was passed. It reads as follows: "The 
State acknowledges the right to life of 
the unborn and with due regard to the 
equal rights of life of the mother guar­
antees in its laws to respect and as far 
as is practicable by its laws to defend 
and vindicate that right ." Thus we are 
now one of the few remaining coun­
tries in the world where the right to 
life of the fetus is equal to that of the 
mother. Of course we recognize that a 
proportion of Irish women, mostly 
those who are unmarried, go abroad to 

have abortions performed each :: ~ ar , 
but in fact, these numbers are de lin· 
ing, principally because the atti .1de 
of the public to illegitimacy is im} ·ov· 
ing and becoming more understan mg. 
It is certain that those who favor ' ) Of· 

tion have not given up, but at ~ast 
they have had a firm set-back. W can 
anticipate a similar series of actio ' ; on 
the subject of divorce, which if also 
outlawed by our Constitution, b 1 we 
may well find that the law here may 
be changed to no longer agree wit the 
teachings of the Catholic Church .

Symbols in Many Forms 

While commercialism offers many modern styles for men and 
women to imitate so that through the use of cosmetics, stylish clothes, 
charm and exercises for physical fitness they may be godlike in their 
appearance, the saints chose completely different means to become 
more to the image and likeness of God. 

When addressing sports-minded Greek citizens, St. Paul spoke of him­
self a,s an "athlete." In order to become popular, to be an ideal symbol 
of strength so as to win the race and obtain the perishable crown, it 
was necessary for him to train and deny himself many essentials, 
including food and rest. Success depended on his motivation to disci­
pline himself for victory. It was living in this image which enabled him 
~0 perform heroic acts and apply them in his spiritual life, thus becom­
mg one of the greatest disciples of Christ. 

St. Paul explains how Our Lord identified Himself in His relation­
ship to the Father. "Though he was in the form of God, Jesus did not 
deem equality with God something to be grasped at. Rather He 
emptied Himself and took the form of a slave, being born in the 
likeness of men" (Phil. 2 :6). 
. ~laves were forced to perform acts which were demeaning, and as 
I~dlViduals, they were regarded as being less than human. As Paul saw 
himself as a slave, he was thus able to endure beatings, exhaustion, 
shipwreck, starvation and even chains without complaint. Jesus, as a 
slave, "humbled Himself, obediently accepting even death, death on a 
cross! Because of this, God highly exalted Him .... " 
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
