In recent years Morocco has seen an influx in people emigrating from the country due to increasing poverty, legal corruption and uncertainty, as well as growing social tensions surrounding the countries mostly Islamic population. A choose-you-own-adventure style narrative was picked to try and emphasize the importance of each decision when faced with the need to leave one’s country of origin. The media format also emphasizes the risk involved in each step as well as illustrates the consequences of a poor decision or how out of sheer circumstance, one can still get caught. The goal of the project is to give a more western audience a window in which to engage in the lives of people they do not often see, whose struggles are often completely different from ours. To give them insight into these struggles and emphasize how their cause is equally important to others more commonly shown in the media.
